1. It seems he was a successful busmessman and was one of five
partners in a fishing enterprise with employees. Besides his fishing
business in Capernaum, he had a house in jerusalem and was a
personal acquaintance with the High Priest.

2. He may have had a violent temper because he and his brother James
are referred to as the “sons of thunder.” But he was impacted and
transformed by God’s love and was even given the responsibility of
taking care of Mary, the mother of Jesus.

3. He ministered primarily in Ephesus and the region of Asia Minor
(modern Turkey). He was the author of five New Testament books.
He was thrown into a cauldron of boiling oil and supernaturally
survived. He was thus exiled to the island of Patmos where he wrote
the book of Revelation. He is the only disciple who died a natural
death.
